Ihe Lion Conservation Fund (LCF) works to protect the habitats of lions and launches initiatives
to improve the lives of people in Africa. “The lack of a visual presence, however, had prevented
us from having the public exposure we needed,” explains Tina Ramme, LCF director. “The cost of
digital media was prohibitive, because many of our resources are used to provide emergency need
services to people experiencing severe drought and famine.”

With a desperate need for visual tools to illustrate the organization’s mission and elevate public
awareness, Ramme reached out from Kenya to the CDIABU Practicum; students jumped at the
opportunity to make a positive impact on a global scale.
